Nursery 9:30 - 12:00

nursery along with at least 4 other caregivers.

Preschool 9:30 - 12:00

Preschool is taught during the entire morning and the teachers enjoy using the HeartShaper curriculum by Standard Publishing. The
curriculum provides material to be used during a 2-hour span, where kids can learn the main point of the morning during both
hours. Crafts that reinforce the story are created during each hour, and there’s time for free play and singing as well. There is a
transition of teachers during the fellowship time. Preschoolers may stay in the room during that time, and donuts and water will be
served.

Creekside Church 9:30 - 10:30

Creekside Church will meet during the entire hour. Parents please drop off your child at their room before you go to the service or
ABF. If you’d like your child to go to the service, we request that s/he remain there the entire hour. Children will not be dismissed
during the service

Creekside Kids in grades K-3 will meet in Creekside room 102 where they will be studying “God’s Big Picture”. Because of our
growing numbers, the kids will start out as a whole group and then split into two groups (K-1 and 2-3) where they will have story
time, gym, and craft time. Parents, please pick up your child from the classroom and take him/her to the gym for donuts.
Creekside Explorers in grades 4-6 will meet in room 101 where they will study topics of the Christian faith, and hear from many
adults from our congregation. This age group will be dismissed to the gym for donuts where parents can meet up with them.
