Dear 4th, 5th and 6th graders & parents, 
 
On Saturday, January 23, we will be going to the  

Science Museum of Minnesota for our annual winter field trip.  
We meet at the church parking lot at 52nd and Chicago at 9:00 
am and will bring the kids to their homes between 5:30 and 6:00.  
 
This trip is just for the kids who come on Sundays (Not Club or 
VBC kids).  We might be able to allow a few guests but will 
probably have room for no more than 20 kids and 5 adults.

We get a slight group discount but it will cost $10.00 per person for admission to the main exhibits and the Omnitheater 
(which is still showing the held over Titanic movie).  We will NOT be seeing the Titanic Exhibit which would cost a lot 
more.  If you have  a family membership to the museum, admission to the main exhibits and Omnitheater will be free. 
 
In addition we will need to buy lunch at the cafeteria, which costs about  $7.00 minimum.  If the kids want to buy snacks or 

items at the gift shop, they will need money for that.  If they spend 
their money before lunch, they may have to subsist on catsup 
from the dispensers or beg fries from their friends.  Adding it all 
up, kids and adults will need about $20 each to cover the day.
